Revenue Financial Highlights 
 
 Local property tax collections are well ahead of 

quarter expectations by approximately $10.0 million.   
 
 Local option sales tax receipts trending from 5.7% 

below budget in August to 7.7% in October.  The 
overall effect of this downward trend was masked by a 
20% above budget increase in July.  

 
 State sales tax receipts are down on average 11% for 

the first 3 months of FY 2010.  Retail sales 
performance continues to fall. 
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Expenditure Financial Highlights 
 
 Higher than budget, Quarter 1 2010 spending is in line 

with the same period last year. 
 
 Spending for the quarter excluding the impact of 

cycling (budgeted spending ahead or behind the month 
budgeted) is in line with quarter expectations. 

 
 For the quarter, spending represents 25.9% of the 

annual forecast and 25.8% of the annual budget.

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Financial Highlights 
 

 General revenues are forecasted $5.1 million lower 
than budget, mostly due to the poor economy.  Lower 
receipts in sales taxes, interest earnings and public 
auctions are forecasted to be substantially offset by 
strong property tax collections. 

 

 The poor economy is expected to continue to put 
pressure on key Division program revenues.  Program 
revenue is forecasted $0.4 million lower than budget. 

 

 Spending is forecasted to be favorable versus budget 
and the prior year.  Upward pressure on healthcare 
related costs is being masked by other savings.
