RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the Board of Light, Gas and Water Commissioners has
recommended to the Council of the City of Memphis that it grant two
easements across a tract of land owned by the City of Memphis, for the use
and benefit of Memphis Light, Gas and Water Division, as described in the
Register’s Office of Shelby County, Tennessee in the Register’s Official
Record Book under Instrument Number F6-5430, to Texas Gas Transmission,
LLC, said easements being shown on the attached sketch and more
particularly described as follows:

Block Valve Site Easement Description

Both easements are upon a portion of a tract of land
conveyed to City of Memphis, for the use and benefit of
Memphis Light, Gas and Water Division, as described in
the Register’s Office of Shelby County, Tennessee in the
Register’s Official Record Book under Instrument Number
F6-5430; said portion being more particularly described as
follows:

Commencing at a point in the center line of Outland Road
intersecting with Texas Gas’s 26-Inch No. 1 pipeline,
thence S 49° 38’ W a distance of 172.4 feet to the True
Point of Beginning, thence S 39° 58” E a distance of 109.6
feet to a point, thence S 1° 46> W a distance of 20.6 feet to
a point, thence S 49° 28* W a distance of 79.0 feet to a
point, thence N 86° 48* W a distance of 63.7 feet to a point,
thence N 40° 18° W a distance of 106.6 feet to a point,
thence N 49° 42’ E a distance of 139.8 feet to a point,
thence S 39° 58’ E a distance of 25.2 feet to the True Point
of Beginning, containing 0.46 acres; and attached hereto
and made a part hereof.

Access Road Site Easement Description

Beginning at an iron pin in the intersection of the west line
of Outland Road with the centerline of a railroad spur track,
said point being 369.08 feet southwardly from the south



end of a curve having a radius of 60 feet located at the
southwest comer of QOutland Road and Burbank Road;
thence southwardly with the centerline of said railroad spur
track and on a curve to the left having a radius of 435.92
feet a distance of 554.05 feet to a point of tangent; thence
southwardly on a line tangent to said curve a distance of
104.77 feet to a point of curve to the right; thence
southwestwardly on a curve to the right having a radius of
459.28 feet a distance of 91.76 feet to an iron pin at the
southwest corner of the tract of land described as Parcel I in
that certain Warranty Deed recorded in Book 5411, at Page
358, in the Register’s Office, Shelby County, Tennessee;
thence eastwardly along the south line of said Parcel I a
distance of 26 feet, more or less, to the east line of said
railroad spur track right of way, the northwest corner of
Parcel II as described in said Warranty Deed recorded in
Book 5411, at Page 358, in said Register’s Office; thence
southwestwardly along the easterly line of said right of way
210 feet, more or less, to the point of intersection of the
east line of said railroad spur track right of way and the
westerly line of a 150 foot wide gas line easement; thence
northeastwardly along the westerly line of said gas line
easement 250 feet, more or less, to the south line of said
Parcel I; thence eastwardly along the south line of said
Parcel I, a distance of 351.23 feet, more or less, to the west
line of Outland Road; thence northwardly along the west
line of Outland Road 542.78 feet to the point of beginning;
and attached hereto and made a part hereof.

Property located on the west side Outland Road;
approximately 730.01 feet south of the centerline of
Burbank Avenue
for and in consideration of $1.00.

THE CITY OF MEMPHIS, that the President of the Memphis Light, Gas and
Water Division or his designated representative be and is authorized to execute
